the battalions during Operation'SARATOGA. An average of 21 sorties 
were used to move more than 168,000 lbs of Class I, II, 3Y an* V 
supplies daily. Personnel and mail were moved to forward areas bv 
CH47»s daily. Increased activity and contact with the enemy brought 
more emergency rrsupplies than normally experienced. These'were

To the east of Cu Chi, along the western banks of the Saigon, 
could be found the 2d Local Force Battalion (Ho Mon District).

In the last two months wo recognized that the eneuy has r,*ny sdvant- 
ages over daytime reconnrissance in force operations by Free World Forces. 
However, since daylight operations ere essontiel, wo sought a nothod of 
engaging the VC under conditions most rdvtntcfcous to ourselves which would 
capitalize on our daylight operations and influence futuro operations. The 
purpose of this presentation is to discuss tho techniques that evolved for 
tho conduct of night timo rnbushvs of enemy vratcrwry lines of communications. 

In late Fobruary, the 3d Battrlion, 22D Infentry wrs operating in an 
arcf 10 kilometers north of Srigon. The mission of tho battrlion wrs to stop 
cnei.y rocket attacks on the Srifen area end to destroy cnei y forcos in the 
area of operctions. Our mission required us to opcrrto in the dcytine in- 
itially. Utilizing rccurr.tc into Uigenco provided by the locrl population 
:nd tho loci Populrr Force, we loerted the center of tho rocket rctivity. 
There cnauod a period of extensive daytino offensive operrtions during 
which wo dostroyod a largo VC force, uncovered a conpleto rockot launcher 
with acccssorios, and 16 conpleto rocket:*. After this fight we protty woll 
dominated -our area of operations. Koro importantly to subsequent operations, 
wo bogin to know the terrain as woll rs, or better than, tho enemy. This 
knowledgo wrs largely attributed to the use of local PF's as guidos. Our 
drytiie operations dininished as we turned r.orc to company sized night 
er.bushcs as r tiuj^ns. of maintaining c.-ntrcl cf the tcrr.-dn 
taken during drylight operrtions. Onco tho energy was under control on the 
ground wo looked to tho w.-terweys as tho probable routes of enemy movement 
and rockot supply in our area. 

Soon after our arrival in the area, wo received an additional mission 
to securo an Enginoer Construction Project in our aroa of operation. Wo 
woro givon two 27* Engineer Bridge Construction Boats to assist in the 
security operations and to patrol tho Saigon River. Thcso boats woro so 
efficient that we requested arid receivod six additional "Boston Whelors" 
to move larger forcos within tho area and to roact quickly. Wo mounted 
.50 caliber machine guce en tho 27 footers to increase tho firo power of our 
waterborne force. 

Sinco wc could not indiscriminately take srnprns under firo during the 
drytiro, we ambushed the waterways at night. This was clso the nost logical 
tir.c for the onory to attcr.pt to novo Ms nen and material. To illustrate 
these techniques, I havo selected two examples of our operations, Tho 
first, presented in some detail, is an ambush conducted by A Conpany 
during the night of 29 Feb thru 1 Mar 68. It wrs characterized by the use 
of boats for insertation and extraction of the ar.bush force, Tho anbush 
site was the intersection of the Hoc Kon Canal and the Saigon River - the 
nost likely looking spot in our area, of operrtions. The objective was tho 
destruction of VC s:npan traffic. A Conpany w-s inserted at 0900 hours at 
a point about 1000 motors east of tho anbush site. 

We paid a groat deal of attention to the insertion and extraction of our 
anbush forcos. frequently wo inserted ono conpany at tho sane plrco as, or 
near, tho forco to bo extracted. Sonotinos wc inserted overland and extracted 
hy boat or inserted by boat and extracted overland. Hopefully we deceived 
tho VC as to tho exact location, and oven the existence of an operation. 
In all cases wo planned artillory and nc rtar fires along tho routo of 
insertion and extraction and in the vicinity of tho anbush sites. 

The pirn called for tho drylight hours to be spent first in searching 
end socuring tho aroa ad ,i a cent to tho ambush site and then hiding for tho 
balance of the day. This pormitted rest and careful planning for occupation 
of tho anbush sito at dusk. I emphasize that rest is essential since tho 
anbush mot maintain a 100£ alert throughout tho night. In this case, during 
tho initial soarch A Company captured ono sleeping VC and made contact with 
a second who chose to cngago tho conpany with AK-A7 fire. Tho sniper was 
located and subsoquently killed The PCW vrn ovcue-od by wator, interrogated 
and disciosod that ho was a rcpl s^o.e^t vlio over, tho Saigon River the 
^rocedinf rd£ltt. A Company killed throe v.vro of tho so infiltrators during 
tho night as thoy crawled out of the river after their swir.. 

;jt dusk tho company occupied the east bank of the Hoc Kon Canal 
utilizing throo positions. Ono platoon was positioned to tho north and ono 
platoon to thft south of tho rain body to sorvo as lookouts* Tho killor 
forco consisted of ono platoon along tho bank of the canal whilo ono platoon 
provided security tc tho rear. 
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Several specialised techniques woro crpleycd to incrorsc the efficiency 
of the tsr.bush force. ?ho vw trrvellcd licht, carrying only weapons, 
munition, food end water. At ni*dat holncts were discrrdod to enhance tho 
sonso of hoaring, Starlicht scopes were ru**»wibuteci within the cci/.pany 
to bolster tho crpr.bility of the killer force. In ra-.iv^ tho plato.n 
lordor of the killer fcrco wrs arr-od with an K-1A rifle with v^-n^t 
nountcd. He firod the first rounds-tracers and thus directed the fires- «c 
tho other ncibcrs of tho platoon. 'Then required, illwiinr.ticn wr.s provided 
by positioning tho light several theusrr-d rioters awry fron the arbush site - 
rrirarily to assist the starlights while not illuid.nr.tinc the rxin. 

Tho prir-ary kill wcrpons vcro clryi.orc Lines set on tho bank r.t high 
wr.tor level, LAWS to sink the sriipans, 1V79'3 used on tho banks, and 1-60 
rachino guns with tracer rounds to kill the personnel. Later we boron to 
lry oocsrJQd dctonr.tcd satchel charges on the bettor: of the shallow canals 
primarily in an tttci.pt to take prisoners by stunning the ooeupants of the 
scorns. 

The a .bash was conducted by the lockout elcixnts alerting tho killer 
fcrco when a sav.'.prn entered the kill zone. This early Warning afforded us 
loxiiur. effoctivo fire by the killer force. 

Wo learned quite a bit about river r; .bushes during this nißht. First 
cf all, thcro woro four seprrate engagements durig the night all cenductod 
fron tho aat.c ao.bush positions. We concluded that there was no coirxnicrtior.s 
between sarprns. By striking and then naintrining strict noise discipline, 
{.nether one tc two hours would see another target using the srr.ic route. This 
wrs later proven to be an unwarranted conclusion when we discovered the use 
of a »Traffic Cop». He would tap out a signal on the sido of a sar.pan. About 
30 rinutcs later a sr; pan would appear. We used hir. until he rot wise and 
fired sczo warning shots. Secondly confinement of sar.pan traffic tc tho 
ebsorved waterw.-ys, plus the crrly warning, enhrnecs the effectiveness of tho 
rr.bush. Finally wo found that after striking a srrpan, patient and quiet 
observation with starlights and "errs" grvo us ,an op; ortunity to hit. survivors 
as they tried to oscapo. In this situation, the Aocric. n soldier is far 
r/.oro patient than the VC. 

This a'.bush, one cf tho uost successful, produced four sunken srr.prns 
r.nd at least 22 VC killed, including the corning kill end three swi:: ors. 

Tho nc::t corning, watcrbornc extraction was preceded by a visual rccon 
by a light fire tcari at first light and a swoup of the ixr.odiatc area by the 
coryony, The return bort ride to tho battalion base was also covered by the 
light fire tor;... 

The second brief oxr;:plo wrs chosen bociuso it illustrrtes the insertion 
rnd extraction of an ai.bush without the use of boat transportation« 

This was a two cor.prny operation which to.k place to the west whero the 
H.'C lien Canal splits tc for;:, a triangle as shown hero. In this case, Coupr.ny 
A wrs c-played on the wontern trirnglrx island end Company C occupied the 
or stern island position. Beth cri.p-.nios r.evod overlr.ru.! rnd conceded their 
intentions by searching an adjacent area to tho s-,uth cf their arJbush sitos. 
They hid at lunch tii.o and then procodod tc their ai.bush sites at dusk. Each 
coi.pany carried a 3 inn Engineer Roc nneissonco raft and lenghts of nylon 
rope. The ropo was tied to tho raft, fore and aft, and a frirly rrpid 
wotor ercooing was accomplished. 

;, Cr.pany hrd no contact on this night, but C^ppany C found a propaganda 
center c,::ploto with printing pre or. on their island and subsequently engaged 
10 VC i.xving tewrrd the nnrth bank cf the Hoc lion Canal. The early r.crning 
search of tlie north bank end adjacent aroas disclosed 5 VC bodies. Again 
uxtrrcti.-n froL the islands wrs covered by visual rcconnaissar.ee yr vided 
by a light fire tea;.".. Doth cor.panios returned to the battalion base by 
swooping an area not previously covered. It was during one of these follow 
up search operations the C Ccripany found lo 122r: rackets in one cache. 

As an QxaMp.'le of the effectiveness :>f this technique, A C.'iopmy alone has 
rvoraged 6 + kills per aubv.rh for J  a'.bv.ohos,. Uliile this is not a large 
kill, it is consistent, and uo believe that the VC ■oevoxxr.t into our rrca 
wrs disrjptod. LOST LiPORTg.'.'TLY the one!y wrs deprived ,;f frcodc:.. of p.jvoe.cnt 
rt, night. Ho have .-bscrved ohat tho VC rre extra ely vulnerable at night, 
Thoy talk, use trails, ropor.tedly use the srr.c water rentes rnd generally 
present oasy narks for cur ar.bushos. As a rosult, our nor.oal r.ethod of 
operations now is to xploy two coopanios or. a 24. hur operation at all tiros.- 
All cf  these operations include a daylight search of A Cor.prny aror cf 
operatio-no, a r.ight ;ibuch, and a swuop back to the battalion baso, 
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The psychol •".fieri benefits accrued by thoso tight rr.bushos arc nrort. 
First • f all wo hr.vo suffered only two casualitios in the ontirc battalion 
when operating at nicht. This is r.n obvious selling point for the ron. 
Secondly the rosults arc tangible and the units have bocor-o hichly cor.pctitivo 
and inventive about .~::bushinc. And finally, the ultiiiatc has happened. Wo 
now hrvo companies and platoons lo kinr for ar.bush sites durinr drylifht 
operations and actually requesting nifht ri'bush rissions. As a diroct result 
wo believe that the oncry - who fon^rly owned the nicht has new lc*t his 
sanctuary.
